Record Group 1 – Administration: Directors & Chancellors

This Record Group contains materials pertaining the management of the University. For example the records of the Directors (the title of the chief administrative officer at MSM for 1871 to 1941), the Dean of Faculties (the title of the chief administrative office at the University from 1941 until 1964), and the Chancellors (the title of the chief administrative at the University after 1964), Directors of administrative programs, Provosts, specific departments/programs that fall into this group such as KMST (the public radio station, University Police, Business Services & Communications.
Record Group 2 – Vice Provost – Research (Office of Sponsored Programs)
Research Centers/Institutes/Labs

This Record Group contains relative to individual Research Centers/Institutes/Labs at the University campus from 1963 to the present.

Record Group 3 – University Faculty

This Record Group contains material pertaining to the entire faculty at the University. Faculty papers, committees, spouses (Coterie Club) as well as faculty publications and faculty meeting minutes are included.

Record Group 4 – Academic Council (changed to Faculty Senate Jan 2008)
This Record Group houses the files of the Council Chairman, minutes, committees, and policies and by-laws.

Record Group 5 – Academic Departments
This Record Group contains the materials previously assigned to the College of Arts & Sciences, the Office of the Dean and the departments. All academic departments including those previously in the School of Engineering and School of Materials, Energy, and Earth Resources (formerly School of Mines and Metallurgy) have been restructured and assigned to this Record Group.

Record Group 6 – Vice Provost – Undergraduate Studies

This Record Group houses the Dean’s Office files that were previously the School of Engineering and those programs assigned to this office as of 2007.

Record Group 7 – Staff Council

This Record Group contains miscellaneous files, printed and duplicated material and minutes of some Staff Council meetings. This group was previously housed in Record Group 18.

Record Group 8 – Vice Provost – Graduate Studies

This Record Group contains material from the Dean’s Office and graduate faculty publications, minutes, fellowships and grants.

Record Group 9 – Vice Chancellor – Student Affairs

This Record Group contains material from the Vice Chancellor/Dean’s Office and many student organizations and operations that deal with student programs.
Record Group 10 – Pamphlet Collection

This Record Group contains active files that are added to periodically and are organized by subject. These files are from administrative and academic departments.

Record Group 11 – Board of Curators

This Record Group houses reports, rules, regulations, and minutes generated by the University Of Missouri Board Of Curators.

Record Group 12 – Ephemera

This Record Group contains University related material without clear provenance such as Tee Shirts, plaques, stamp collections etc.

Record Group 13 – University History

This Record Group contains printed/duplicated material, photos, paintings, artifacts and oral histories that relate to the history of the University.

Record Group 14 – University Alumni

This Record Group contains material relating to alumni and in many cases donated by alumni.

Record Group 15 – Campus Wide Committees

This Record Group houses reports and miscellaneous files from various committees on campus.
Record Group 16 – University Wide Affairs

This Record Group contains material that is intercampus in nature.
